TEEN VOLUNTEERS 
Sign-Ups:  All teens must sign up at least one week prior to the sale.  Please respond via 
email (milohelms@windstream.net) or phone (704.591.3245).  All teens must sign up 
with Lori Helms even if they are volunteering for the Children’s Consignment Sale. 
 
Youth Check-In/ Check-Out for Shifts:  Please come to the teen checkout register for 
your nametag, shirt and to initial the sign-in sheet.  All teens must sign in and sign out to 
receive any credit for their shift.  All cell phones must be placed in a drop box located 
near teen checkout.  Teen volunteers will not be allowed to text or make/receive calls 
during their shifts.  We will give your parent contact information, if needed, for your 
youth at drop-off.  Youth may pick up their cell phones at the end of their shift after 
signing out. 
 
For Mission Monies ($10 per hour WORKED) Available for Teens Only (7-12TH 
GRADE):  NEW THIS YEAR!!!  We will credit each teen $10 per hour worked during 
any shift.  Teens must work the shift themselves (not a parent).  At check-in teens need to 
direct if the credit should go towards their choir trip or mission trip. We do reserve the 
right to revoke pay based on non-performance.  
 
Confirmands:  We will credit each confirmand credit for service hours.  Confirmands 
must work the shift themselves (not a parent).  Performance will be monitored.   
 
For Volunteer Hours:  Must sign up one week prior.  Must work the shift themselves (not 
a parent).   
 
SHOPPING OPPORTUNITIES 
Volunteers may shop early on Friday, March 19th from 4pm-9pm unless you are working 
during this shift.  However if you volunteer to work during the 4pm-6:30pm shift, a 
family member is welcome to shop. Volunteers do receive a friend pass to shop on 
Friday, March 19th from 7pm-9pm.  And if you are working the Saturday shift from 1pm-
5pm you may come early to shop the ½ price sale at 12:30pm.  Parents and teens who are 
volunteering can rotate shopping during shifts, but not both shopping at the same time.
